Next to Mountain Dome Winery, Washington’s premier sparkling winery, located in the foothills of Mt. Spokane.  Learn the secret of Methode Champenoise and put a sparkle in your day.  Their sparkling wine is made in the traditional European method.  Our last stop is Latah Creek Winery and Gift Shop, heralded by Wine Spectator Magazine as one of the top producers of Merlot in Washington State.  Taste their wines, tour the facility and shop in their gift shop with everything a wine lover would want.

Located in another historic brick building, they source their grapes from two prestigious Washington vineyards and also represent two other wineries.  Here you’ll indulge in the foods from the award winning restaurant, Wild Sage.  End the tour either back at the DoubleTree City Center or stay at Zolo's, a hip place with great food, a full bar and live music, to end your night!
